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Announcement
Greece - China Call for Proposals for Joint RT&D Projects
Scope
Greece and China are jointly announcing the new Call for Proposals for joint RT&D projects, focusing on developing new knowledge, technology transfer and producing competitive products and services at international level.
The Call for Proposals is launched within the framework of the bilateral Agreement on Scientific and Technological Cooperation, (Beijing, 15 November 1979 - ΦΕΚ Α’285/17.12.1980), as well as of the Memorandum of Understanding on Science, Technology and Innovation which was signed in Beijing, on 4 July 2016, by the Alternate Minister of Research & Innovation of the Hellenic Republic, Prof. C. Fotakis, and the Vice-Minister of Science and Technology of the People’s Republic of China, Mr YIN Hejun.

Objectives

The main objectives of the present Call are as follows:
1. Promote cooperation in science, technology and innovation and strengthen industry-university-research interactions,

2. Strengthen links and promote technology/knowledge transfer between research organizations and industries in both countries,

3. Improve the research/innovation capacities of research organizations, enterprises, universities of both countries, making optimal use of existing resources.
Priority areas

This call covers the following thematic fields: 
1. Agrofood
2. Energy
3. Environment & Sustainable Growth – Climate Change

4. Transports
5. ICT

6. Cultural Heritage with emphasis on Key Enabling Technologies (KETs) for conservation and protection of artifacts, sculpture and monuments.
Call Launch 

The electronic platform for proposals submissions, in Greece, will be open on February 6th, 2018. The Call invites eligible partners to present joint proposals for RT&D projects according to relevant national criteria, laws, EU (in Greece) regulations and procedures in effect.
Funding
Funding support will be given to each partner by its own Implementing Organisation (General Secretariat for Research and Technology-GSRT of the Ministry of Education, Research and Religious Affairs in Greece and the Ministry of Science and Technology-MOST in China).

· The Greek side has agreed to earmark a budget of 10 MEuro (public spending) for the present Call. The total public funding per project by the Greek side, can not exceed 400.000 €.

· The Chinese side has agreed to earmark a budget of 30 M RMB Yuan for the present Call.
Additional Information- Submission procedures
The joint proposals should comply with the following guidelines:

· The partners should include at least two Greek applicants (a research entity and a company) and at least one Chinese applicant (additional participants or subcontractors are welcome according to each country’s funding regulations)
· The projects should demonstrate the contribution of the participants from both countries
· Cooperation between the partners in a collaborative project must be laid down in a written cooperation agreement
· The project should have an obvious advantage and added value resulting from the cooperation between the participants from the two countries for both the participants and the countries in general.
For participants in Greece:

· the duration of the projects should not exceed 3 years 
· submission and approval procedures consist of one phase
· this announcement invites Greek partners to submit joint proposals for RT&D projects, no later than March  30th  2018, 16: 00 (close deadline)

· additional written supporting documents may be requested, if needed
· The  project description, amongst others, must include the following:

· details concerning the project coordinator and the Greek and Chinese project partners

· meaningful summary (objectives, research priorities, expected outcomes)

· scientific scope of the project (planned activities to implement the objectives of the funding measure, information on the state of the art, description of the scientific objective of the project)

· detailed description of work plan, distribution of work packages, methodology and cooperation with third parties, expected results, as well as the way of results exploitation, dissemination/diffusion, in particular for the large  scale projects
· international cooperation in the framework of the project (value added of the international cooperation, contributions made by the Greek and Chinese partners, experience of the participating partners in international cooperation, previous collaborations, benefits for the participants and the sustainable development of both countries)

· estimated expenditure/costs.

For participants in China:

· the duration of the projects should not exceed 3 years
· The Call, launched on December 22, 2017, invites partners to present joint proposals for RT&D projects no later than February 9, 2018 (17:00) (submission deadline).
